General information

The camp will take place from Saturday, August 17 till Saturday, August
31 with arrivals and departures on the 17" and 315" respectively.

Participants will stay at a scout’s cottage 20 kilometers North of
Copenhagen in an area called Naerum.

This means that shopping, cooking, dishwashing and taking care of the
place will be part of the program in addition to the activities listed under
"What?"

It also means that boys and girls will sleep in the same dormitory.

The camp accepts a total of 20 foreign participants aged 21-25 on their
arrival at the camp.

We take a maximum of one girl and one boy from each country who must
be able to communicate in English which is the language of the camp.
Further more, participants must not have taken part in more than one
Rotary camp before this one, and must be sponsored by a Rotary club in
their own country.

Health insurance, visa etc. is all your own responsibility.

You organize and pay for your own journey to and from Copenhagen.

While you are here, accommodation, necessary food, transport and
entrance fees will be provided.

Only, you must pay a 500 Danish Crowns (or €70) participation fee on your
arrival. Further more you are recommended to bring about DC 1000
pocket money. Denmark is not a Euro-country.
